         2019 Envelopes    
 

 

 

The following chart reflects the changes made to the tax code with regard to the standard deduction.  These 
will be used when filing your 2018 income tax forms. 

 

 

 

 

 

The tax code change also eliminated the personal exemption allowance, limited the amount allowed in 
property tax payments, and other changes.    

 

The main purpose of providing offering envelopes to members is a method to track contributions and provide 
a year-end report.   For those who used Schedule A and itemized their deductions to income, the report was 
necessary as evidence of your contributions to the church.  If you didnôt itemize, the report probably landed in 
your round filing cabinet (wastebasket). With the new tax code, your itemized expenses must EXCEED the 
standard deduction amount.   

 

In 2018 we provided 106 numbered envelope boxes to members.  Roughly 31 were used on a 

regular basis, 40 members did not make contributions, and the remaining 35 were used sporadically.      

 

For 2019 we are providing envelopes to those members who regularly use them as well as those who 
request them.  We also will place unnumbered envelopes in the pews for you to place your offering.  We 
would ask that you put your name on the envelope as well as the amount of your contribution.  Should you 
wish to remain anonymous, a number will be provided to put on the envelope. This will assist the ñcountersò 
should the totals not add up and they have to match checks/cash to envelopes.  While this doesnôt happen 
often, having names (or numbers) and amounts on the envelope sure makes the process easier.   

 

So then, what does this mean?  We will track offerings through April of 2019.  This will provide you the 
opportunity to prepare your tax forms and determine if you will have itemizations in excess of the standard 
deduction amount.  If this is the case, you will want your contributions recorded.  When in doubt, opt to 
record.   Beginning with May, we will track only those members who specifically request this to be 
done.  Perhaps you want the information for budget or other non-tax purposes. Regardless just make your 
request to the church office (Nalani) and tracking will be continued and a year-end report provided to you.

Nalani Bever asked that the secretary 

close the nominations and a unanimous ballot be cast electing the Council positions, Arlis 

Ballwahn 2 nd that motion.  All ayes, MC

It was reported that the roof project was paid off.   

Parsonage Project: A proposal was submitted to the congregation for a remodel of the 

parsonage kitchen and some other minor repairs.  Council is requesting $15,000 for 

the project.  Larry Ballwahn made a motion for council to use their discretion and go 

ahead with the project with the $15,000 budget. Lois OõRourke 2nd the motion, Leonard 

Arndt opposed, majority in favoring stating aye, MC . 

Interior Renovation Survey:   Upon hearing the needs for other necessary repairs to 

the interior of the church, as well as the possibility of changes needed to the interior 

due to the architectural design of the front steps project, Marcus Buchholz will be 

handing out a survey to the congregation requesting priorities and ideas about chang-

es needed. Please fill out that survey thoroughly so all voices can be heard.  

Christmas Eve Service:  Feedback is requested regarding the time of service or services 

for Christmas Eve.  

Offering Envelopes:  It was suggested by President Stanek and Church Secretary  

      Nalani Bever to consider changing the donation envelope system.  After discussion it 

was suggested to continue to monitor the use and reevaluate need but to continue sys-

tem as is currently. Barb Ornes reiterated to the congregation the need to write the 

amount of money and where you would like it to go on the front of the envelope on the 

space provided. 

Adoption of updated/revised Constitution:  The constitution was presented and re-

viewed Larry Ballwahn made the motion to adopt the Constitution as presented,  

Carolyn Dougherty 2 nd the motion.  All ayes, MC
